If you do plan to return to VBCC for the 
2026-2027 school year, please turn in your packet with your completed registration 
card and a non-refundable $110 registration fee, (per child).  We must receive these 
forms and fees by FEBRUARY 11TH in order to secure your spot for the upcoming 
school year.  After we receive all completed packets, we will place all currently en-
rolled students and siblings.  You will only hear from us if you did NOT get your 
first choice of days.  If you do not hear from us, it means you got the days you se-
lected and have placement for 2026-2027.  If you do not plan to return to VBCC, 
please inform the office.

Dress For Success—Please make sure children 
have warm coats, hats, mittens, and boots to 
enjoy our winter outside fun on the playground.  
We try to go outside each day unless it is rain-
ing, below freezing, or there is a wind advisory.  

 

Exterior Door Safety—If you are exiting the 
school from the exterior door closest to the play-
ground please make sure it is closed and secure 
behind you.

When Fairfax County Schools are CLOSED due to inclement weather or 
other reasons, VBCC will be CLOSED.  If FCPS calls for a virtual learning 
day due to inclement weather, VBCC will be closed. 

When Fairfax County Schools have a 2 hour delay in opening, VBCC 
opens at 11:30. 

When Fairfax County Schools close 2 hours early, VBCC closes at 12:30.  If 
we experience bad weather conditions during school hours, parents or 
caregivers may pick-up children at anytime before school 
closes. 

FCPS makes announcements on local news channels or 
fcps.edu where you can sign up to get alerts for closings and 
delays.
